You can climb at least one
flight of stairs, board a coach, and walk unassisted at a relaxed pace for up to 60
minutes without difficulty. You can easily handle altitudes up to 5,000 feet. The
longest included walk on this tour will last less than 30 minutes. The optional walking
Choice on Tour in Quebec City requires that you walk approximately 1.5 miles for a
maximum of 2 hours.

Please be advised baggage fees may apply on most trans-border flights. These fees
are levied by each specific airline and may be subject to change.
